Reminder to All MSNT members.
1. The National Certification Body (NCB) reminds all MSNT members

holding national NDT certificates that require renewal after 5 and 10
years, that the NCB will no longer renew any NDT certificate that
already exceed the date of its validity. Members are required to
check the date of the expiry of their certificates and get it renewed
before the expiry date.

2. The Atomic Energy Licensing Board (AELB) has revised their
procedure for the approval of individual to be considered as an
operator. In this revision AELB requires that all individuals must
possess an Industrial Radiography Level 1(or level 2 direct access)
certificate before they can be approved as an operator. Persons who
have undergone training in safety or those who partially pass the RT1
examination conducted by the NCB can only be considered as a
trainee
